Cuireann ateangairí 
gairmiúla oiliúint ar mhic léinn sa dá chineál 
ateangaireachta (leantach agus comhuaineach) chun go 
mbeidh ar a gcumas an réimse leathan deiseanna 
fostaíochta atá ar fáil d’ateangairí comhdhála a thapú. Is iad 
an Ghaeilge, an Béarla, an Fhraincis, an Spáinnis, an 
Iodáilis áinis atá á dtairiscint mar theangacha an chláir seo. 
D’fhéadfaí teangacha eile a chur ar fáil freisin ach dóthain 
éilimh a bheith orthu.

Roghnaigh mé dul leis an ateangaireacht an chéad lá riamh de bharr go raibh mé ag iarraidh gairm a roghnú a ligfeadh dom mo chuid teangacha ar 
fad a úsáid ar bhonn laethúil. Agus an cinneadh sin déanta agam ní raibh aon amhras orm ach cur isteach ar an gcúrsa MA san Ateangaireacht 
Chomhdhála in Ollscoil na Gaillimhe; an t-aon chúrsa ateangaireachta ar domhan faoi láthair inar féidir an Ghaeilge a roghnú mar theanga oibre.

This programme equips students with a recognised professional 
qualification, enabling graduates to avail of employment opportunities 
in this sector. Interpreters must have a postgraduate qualification in 
Conference Interpreting to allow them to sit the inter-institutional 
exams of the EU, and the MA prepares students for these 
accreditation tests. Employment opportunities are available with 
national governments, for example, the Irish Houses of the Oireachtas 
and many international organizations, for example, the UN, EU, NATO, 
ILO and WHO, where you'll find graduates of the programme already 
working. Interpreters are also in demand at conferences, meetings 
and festivals throughout the world and here in Ireland.

Conference

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This programme is the only course of its kind in Ireland – 
developed in conjunction with the world’s largest employer 
of conference interpreters: the institutions of the European 
Union. Training is provided, by practicing professionals, in 
both simultaneous and consecutive conference interpreting. 
This qualification enables students to avail of the wide 
range of employment opportunities available to 
professional, qualified conference interpreters. During the 
programme, students will study the institutions of the 
European Union and gain first hand experience of the 
conference interpreter’s working life during a study visit to 
the European Parliament and Commission. Irish, 
English, French, Spanish, Italian, and German have been 
offered on the programme to date, with provision for other 
languages, where possible, based on student demand.

Course Level: 9 

Duration: One year (full-time). 

Entry Requirements: A 2.2 Honours Degree at level 8, or a 
2.2 postgraduate award in a related discipline. In addition, 
candidates will be expected to have sound general 
knowledge, good communication skills and a high degree 
of motivation. Admission to the programme is subject to 
success in both a suitability test and an interview.
